In Advanced Architectural Design, students gain advanced knowledge and skills specific to those needed to enter a career in architecture and construction or prepare a foundation toward a postsecondary degree in architecture, construction science, drafting, interior design, and landscape architecture.  Advanced Architectural design includes the advanced knowledge of the design, design history, techniques, and tools related to the production of drawings, renderings, and scaled models for commercial or residential architectural purposes.

(D) Maintain a project portfolio that documents experience by using graphic or written documentation of architectural-related projects and a professional resume that should include a select educational and work history; professional references; appropriate letters of recommendation, record of work experiences, licenses,  certifications, and credentialing; and completion of education and training.

Suggestive Project using CyArk site:
· Students are instructed to discover the CyArk site, specifically the Heritage Sites section.
· Suggest that students “travel around the world” using the site.

· Have students choose one site they are extremely exited about. Have them spend time reading the History background of their chosen site. Student shall also review the images and other material available for their chosen site.
· After student has visited and have become familiar with their chosen site, inform them that they will create a portfolio, using their chosen site as their project.

Student must include:

· Written Documentation of history of Site (include 4 descriptive facts) [5 points]

· Professional resume of education background and work history [5 points]
· Professional references: other teacher, administrators, etc. [5 points]
· Letters of Recommendations: Teachers, Employer, etc. [5 points]
· Images of Site: Elevation, plans, perspectives etc. [5 points]
· Preparation for an interview [5 points]

· power point format presentation
· poster size presentation (great idea for display purposes)
